in/out; also a Glow Run on August 26", 2015; $250 application fee due within two
weeks of this approval; Insurance listing the Town of Old Orchard Beach as
additionally insured to be provided to the Town Clerk’s office at least one month prior
to the event.

3. Discussion with Action: Reserve the dates of September 9" and 10", 2016 for the New
England Parkinson Ride. Special Event Permit application, with details, to be
approved at a later date by the Town Council. Approval has been given by the
Ballpark Commission.

(Official); Electrical Inspector; and Licensed Plumbing Inspector; re-appoint William
DiDonato as Deputy Code Enforcement Officer (Official); and appoint William

re-appoint Rodney Belanger as Deputy Electrical Inspector; re-appoint Tim Nelson as
Deputy Code Enforcement Officer.
